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TARGETED RESEARCH OPPORTUNITIES

The Renaissance School of Medicine, in conjunction with the Office of the Vice-President for Research, the Stony Brook University Cancer Center and the Clinical and Translational Science Center are pleased to announce the availability of competitive awards in support of research areas targeted by philanthropic and institutional support.  
The Catacosinos Cancer Translational Researcher Award will support one $30,000 project.  
The Walk-for-Beauty Foundation will support one $35,000 project focused on breast cancer.  
The Clinical Research Awards will support two $40,000/yr awards for health services evaluation and/or outcomes data in clinical departments.  
Depending on the availability of funds, at least one and up to two $40,000/yr Fusion Awards are offered for projects that emphasize translational, interdisciplinary and/or community-based research.  
Award funds are to be used in support of research efforts targeting areas specified by donor individuals/groups or institutional priorities. Use of funds are mechanism specific and restrictions regarding faculty salary and other support may apply. To be compliant with funding requirements, investigators should follow application packet instructions. Contact the Office of Scientific Affairs if you have questions. 
Application Format:  The application process for each mechanism is simple, and instructions are provided.  
Eligibility:  All faculty holding academic rank who have not received a TRO within the last three years in the category for which they are applying are eligible. Only one application per faculty will be accepted.  Submission to multiple award mechanisms by a single investigator are not allowed.  
Review of all award mechanisms will be included for recipients of TRO funds in the past 5 years

Funding Specifics. All annual increments of funding are to be expended within 18 months of activation.  Specific requirements for each award mechanism are detailed in the application packet.
